City towers, plastic chimneys, shiny totems of the industrial age in which Milan is an undisputed protagonist. To engage the industry-savvy public, but also Milan residents who are increasingly captivated by Milan Design Week, Tera showcases its new collection of interior and exterior furnishings, their transformative and contemporary spirit enriched through the work of an internationally known artist. Tera pots compose the urban scenes in which the street artist Millo will enact a site-specific performance that will take place at the new CLUB DELL’ARCHITETTURA on piazzetta Brera – inaugurated for this occasion –from April 8th-11th. Throughout the four days of artistic action you can watch as the performance evolves. TERA TOWERS will then be presented with a cocktail on Friday, April 11th to demonstrate how the Vicenza-based company is able to facilitate the creativity of architects and interior decorators looking for something completely new for their projects. From sketch to finished product the know-how of this firm – which since the 1960s has been working with a modern material such as polyethylene, which easily lends itself to industrial design – leads the way.

New living trends investigate the use of new materials, which enhance and make it possible to search for a new architectural language, where volume is explored and defined and a new level of comfort becomes possible. 3D design and prototyping of complex objects, which was previously only possible at an exorbitant cost, can now become routine.
Tera thus becomes a new benchmark – 100% made in Italy – for quality indoor&outdoor furniture and for the development of innovative projects with injection and rotational molding technologies. All thanks to Teraplast – a company that began in Castelgomberto, Vicenza in the mid-sixties and which has continuously worked with plastics in all of their varied aspects, with their core business concentrated on the production of plastic planters. 
With the know-how assimilated over years of successes, the new division Tera becomes a new brand aimed at fulfilling the needs of the design world and of interior and exterior projects, where plastics and related products are the main players. Tera becomes a partner for the designer, able to collaborate in resolving the challenges inherent in the creation of different objects.
One of the company's strong points is being part of the Margraf Group, which – with its companies operating in various sectors, including the engineering and construction of molds, with methods that allow for the creation of prototypes, scale models and custom products – is an asset that can enhance what the company offers architects and designers.
The Tera project systemizes freedom of expression with the cross-sector and industrial potentialities of the Group and serves as a platform for the development of innovative projects that are entirely "Made in Italy" so that no part of the process is external. Design, engineering, development, creation and production are all carried out within the same production area.

“Millo's works hide an inner world that takes shape slowly, on tip-toe, but bursts forth with his strength like a poem of forms and emotions which slowly reflect back from any surface upon which settles his scrutinizing gaze, always turned towards the relationship between the individual and the tangible world that surrounds him”. Millo was born in Mesagne BR, in 1979. After having studied Architecture he moved ahead with a personal aesthetic research in the field of painting, focusing on the relationship between space and the individual moving from micro-scale to macro-scale. He is the recipient of various national prizes and awards including the Premio Celeste. He has taken part in many Italian street art events: Pop up (Ancona), Urban Area and Crack! (Rome), Lumen (Salerno), Visione Periferica (Teramo), Il futuro nelle tue mani (Bra), Memorie Urbane (Gaeta). He has held two personal exhibitions in Rome: "Nell'aria c'è un mondo invisibile" in 2011 and "Missing" in 2012. Meanwhile his works have been exhibited in Milan, Bologna, Florence, Paris and Luxembourg. In 2013 in London, Millo painted several walls on the streets of Shoreditch and his one-man show ''Clumsy'' was hosted by the Hoxton Gallery which, in December of last year also introduced "black", an exhibition of thirty collaborative works each made in concert with the young talent Benjamin Murphy. Several national and international media outlets have been following his career, including Ziguline, Dude Magazine, Rooms Magazine and Wanderland magazine.
